King Solomon once wrote,  A good name is more desirable than great riches; to be esteemed 
is better than silver or gold (Proverbs 22:1).  What kind of reputation do you have?  How 
would your friends or acquaintances describe you?  How do you think people will remember 
you? 
 
Some would have us believe it doesn’t really matter what people think about us.  If that is the 
case, why do companies spend millions of dollars each year to promote their reputations? 
Why do celebrities work day and night to keep up their popular reputations?  What would 
your life be like if you didn’t have a good reputation? 
 
When we pray, “Hallowed be thy name,” we are telling God that his reputation is crucial to 
our existence.  Our future depends on who our Creator is and how our LORD, our Savior 
God who is full of free and faithful grace, deals with us. 
 
The apostle Paul reveals this reputation in 2 Corinthians 5:21, God made him who had no sin 
to be sin for us, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God.   Verse 20 directs 
us what to do with this reputation, We are therefore Christ's ambassadors, as though God 
were making his appeal through us. We pray, “Hallowed be thy name,” acknowledging how 
important it is what other people think of us since by his grace we bear God’s family name—
‘Christian’. 
 
What kind of reputation, then, does God have in the eyes of people who know you and see 
how you live?  Are they seeing at least a silhouette of Jesus?  Are Jesus’ divine features be-
coming clearer on a daily basis? Let us pray, “Hallowed be thy name” so God is honored and 
more people come to see who he is through us! 
 
LUTHER’S EXPLANATION:   God’s name is certainly holy by itself, but we pray in this peti-
tion that we too may keep it holy.  God’s name is kept holy when his Word is taught in its 
truth an purity, and we as children of God lead holy lives according to it.  Help us to do this, 
dear Father in heaven!  But whoever teaches and lives contrary to God’s Word dishonors 
God’s name among us.  Keep us from doing this, dear Father in heaven! 
 
PRAYER:  Father, Son and Holy Spirit, your name is our strong fortress, where we find ref-
uge and are safe.  In your Holy Word, you have revealed yourself to us as our Creator, our 
Redeemer and our Sanctifier.  Who could thank you enough for this treasure?  Without your 
Word, we poor, blind sinners would still be groping in darkness; and even now in our weak-
ness, we provoke your anger by putting our confidence in that which is not God, and which 
can never save us. 
Help us honor your name in our hearts, by holding fast to your precious promises, and by 
making them our greatest treasure.  Help us honor your name on our lips by a pure and faith-
ful recounting of all that you have done to save us.  And help us honor your name with our 
lives, that we may reflect your glory in holiness of conduct.  Amen. 
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If you search the Internet or shop online, you can support our Wisconsin Evangelical Lutheran Synod and various others WELS 
schools and organizations by using GoodSearch (www.goodsearch.com). GoodSearch contributes $0.01 to your selected organi-
zation for each Internet search. Recently, GoodSearch added GoodShop to its service in which dozens of nationally known com-
panies will contribute to your selected organization if you access the vendor’s website through the GoodSearch website. The 
amount contributed varies by vendor but typically it is a percentage of your purchase. 
 
The eligible WELS organizations include the synod, preparatory high schools (Luther Preparatory School, Michigan Lutheran 
Seminary), college (Martin Luther College), seminary (Wisconsin Luther Seminary), and other several synodically supported 
organizations. So, if you search the Internet regularly or shop online, consider using GoodSearch and GoodShop the synod’s 
various ministries.
